Re:  Request for Investigation, Enforcement and Awarding of Matching Funds

Dear Mr. Lang;

It bas come to our attention that the CCEC may be examining the link between
the Napolitano Campaign, the Arizona non-profit corporation Project for Arizona’s
Future (“PAF”), and two independent expenditure committees, the ironically named
Arizona Conservative Trust (“ACT™) and Atizona Values Coalition (“AVC™).

In fact, we bave gathered evidence that suggests illegal coordination between and
among all four entities. While that evidence is laid out in detail below, please note that it
appears from the evidence that:

1) Napolitano and Project for the Arizona’s Future (PATF) may have violated Arizona’s
Election and Clean Elections laws by the use of PAF as a front group for her campaign,
both to support her agenda and attack her opponent, Len Munsil; and

2) At the very least, PAF is improperly funding independent expenditure committees by
making corporate in-kind contributions to ACT and AVC of campaign infrastructure,
&.g., office space and equipment use, and campaign employee salaries.

L. BACKGROUND OF PAF AND “INDEPENDENT” COMMITTEES

A. PAF

PAF was incorporated on November 14, 2005, lcss than a year prior to the general
election, and (at least initially) declined to name its contributors. Although it bills itself
as non-partisan, its agenda is virtually identical to Napolitano’s; and backed her agenda
during the 2006 legislative session.
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While it is not unusual for an existing public advocacy group to share interests
with like-minded politicians, PAF presents a different kind of group: one that appears to
have been created as an arm of the re-election campaign, to support the campaign while

ostensibly exempt from the CCEC spending limits.

Janet Napolitano has raised money for PAF, and the group, in turn, has taken up
her agenda as their agenda. While there has already been much speculation about this
interrelationship, a primary election-eve attack against Mr. Munsil provides hard
evidence of this connection among supposed independent expenditure groups, Napolitano

and PAF, and demonstrates PAF*s advocacy for Napolitano.

The timing of AVC’s registration is noteworthy. AVC was registered on
September 5, the same day that the Len Munsil for Governor Campaign submitted a
claim for over $200,000.00 in matching funds on the basis of an earlier unsourced push-
poll.  ACT has reported sending funds to AVC, although the report does not make sense.
The existence of ACT, as the final actor in campaign advocacy, provides a mechanism
for the groups to attempt to hide their funding sources. CCEC should investigate the
issue of whether ACT was responsible for the heretofore-unsourced push-poll conducted
against the Munsil campaign on September 1, 2006,

C. Political Activity by ACT and AVC

1. On September 11, 2006, after 5:00 p.m. on the eve of the Arizona Primary,
a group calling itself “Arizona Conservative Trust” with major funding by the “Arizona
Values Coalition” used an auto-dial service to call numerous Arizona Republican
households. The group’s message made false representations about Mr. Munsil's position
on border issues and ended by stating “vote against Len Munsil.” Transcripts of the calls
are attached hereto as Exhibit “A.”

Through their name and message, the group attempted to portray themselves as
“conservatives” interested in the outcome of the Republican primary. However,
apparently afraid of Mr. Munsil’s candidacy, this late hit came from professional
Democratic operatives, attempting to influence the Republican primary.

2. “LenMunsilFacts™ website

The web site is a repugnant act of cybersquatting. This is the second act of
cybersquatting in this campaign. Several variations of Don Goldwater’s name linked
directly to the Janet Napolitano for Governor web site.

3. Second auto-dial and e-mail message.

The groups also sent an e-mail on or about September 14, 2006 linking to the web
site and followed that up with another auto-dial call on September 17, 2006. This call
falsely claimed that Mr. Munsil is against the death penalty. Where did Democratic out-
of-state operatives get a comprehensive Arizona e-majl list? How much did they pay for
it? Whose computers and support equipment are they using? Is the money coming
directly from PAF or PAF’s backers? The Committee needs to answer these questions.

II. COORDINATION AMONG NAPOLITANG, PAF. ACT, AND AVC

A. PAF, ACT, and AVC

1. The Officers

At about 4:30 pm. on primary election day September 12, 2006, counsel
undersigned received the Campaign Finance Report of these groups, which the CCEC
had received earhier in the day. The officers listed for “Arizona Values Coalition” have
direct connections to the PAF, Janet Napolitano and the Democratic Party.

The News Reporter, a Whiteville, North Carolina, newspaper, provided the
reason for Beau Memory’s travel to Arizona in its March 27, 2006 “Did yvou Observe™
column:

“Did you observe . . . Jeannie Britt with daughter Ashley
Memory, Beau Memory and Johnathan Britt driving a truck
and two cars in a caravan headed to Phoenix, Ariz., where
Beau will join Gov. Janet Napolitano’s 2008(sic) re-
election campaign as director of voter contact?”

Note that Mr. Memory came to Arizona in March, the same month Janpet
Napolitano announced her re-election bid. ACT didn’t register until August 1, 2006, and
Mr. Memory’s group, AVC, did not register until September 5, 2006. Has Mr. Memory
continuously worked for the campaign since his arrival from North Carolina? What is the
level of coordination between Napolitano’s other staft/consultants and this effort?

“Arizona Values Coalition™ Treasurer Seamus Perry lists his employer on his
"My Space” page as the “Project for Arizona’s Future.” Tellingly, he lists his term of
employment with PAF as “10/05 — 11/06,” so it is scheduled to end following his work
on this election. He describes himself as “liberal,” so calling one of the groups the
“Arizona Conservative Trust” shows intent to deceive. November 4, 2005 and June 20,
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2006 notices of internship for PAF both requested that applicants “send resumes and a
brief writing sample (less than three pages) to Seamus Perry at [log in to unmask].”

Seamus Perry, Bean Memory and PAF Executive Director Tom Ziemba all
worked on the John Edwards for President campaign in 2004. Bean Memory was on the
payroll of the Democratic Party in 2004. Paid operative Beau Memory came to Arizona
from North Carolina to work for Janet Napolitano. He teamed up with PAF’s Seamus
Perry to form these “independent” groups. Notably, both Mr. Perry and Mr. Memory are
Democratic Party activists. Documentation regarding these issues is attached as Exhibit
“g.”

2. “The Project for Arizona’s Future” Involvement.

While the forgoing is enough to show the multiple interconnections among the
“independent™ committees, PAF, and Napolitano; Beau Memory has already provided
proof of the interconnection directly to CCEC. The “Arizona Conservative Trust” faxed
its spending report on its first auto-dial to CCEC on September 12" The final page
showing the billing for the cost of the auto-dial contained the following fax header:
“Sept-12-2006 09:14 From:PAF 6022521350.” That number is indeed the Project for
Arizona’s Futures fax number, listed on the PAF web site as (602) 252-1350. The CCEC
cover memo indicates that the report came from Mr. Memory. Therefore Mr. Memory
was at PAF with his financial report, using their equipment for the “independent
committee.”

Thus, the “independent expenditure™ from these front groups appears to have
come from PAF employees, and was reported from PAF’s offices, using PAF equipment.
The call contained express advocacy, stating “do not vote for Len Munsil.” PAF’s
involvement constitutes a violation of the prohibition of corporate dollars used for
express advocacy. A.R.S. §16-919.

If any officer, member, employee or agent of the Napolitano for Governor
campaign participated in this effort, it is not an independent expenditure, but is an illegal
contribution to her campaign. A R.S. §16-901(14),

B. The Napolitano Re-clection campaign.

We respectfully request that the Committee investigate the connections among
these groups, including the Napolitano re-election campaign, based upon the substantial
interconnection and the appearance of impropriety.

Janet Napolitano raised funds for PAF. PAF’s agenda mirrors Napolitano’s.
PAF’s employee Seamus Perry is an officer of AVC. Beau Memory, apparently brought
to Arizona as a Napolitano for Governor employee, formed AVC with PAF employee
Seamus Perry. The report from Memory and AVC actually came to the Commission
from PAF. Since it appears that there may have been coordination between the
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Napolitano campaign and PAF, any finding or contributions to these groups would be
illegal contributions, since they are in excess of the spending limits, subjecting the
candidate to substantial civil fines and possible forfeiture of office. A.R.S. §16-942. It
is also an illegal corporate donation. A.R.S. §16-919.

This effort on behalf of Napolitano has the effect of getting her message out,
without having to spend precious campaign dollars to do so. According to PAF, they
plan to raise more than $3,000,000.00 (roughly three times the amount that can be spent
by the candidates during the entire election cyele). This is a brazen attempt to circumvent
the spending limits of A.R.S. §16-941 et.seq.

The media and public have already noted this cynical attempt to “game” the
system:

- Inthe May 12, 2006 Arizona Republic, columnist Bob Robb noted that;

In at least its early activities, the new Project for Arizona's Future has
proven ijtself to be more interested in spin than substance. That's the
organization that refuses to list its donors, yet somehow is never described
in the press as secretive the way the Club for Growth frequently has been.
And it has an agenda that seems to mirror whatever the governor is
favoring at any particular point in time.

Here's a real test for the project and whether it's a sincere public policy
participant or just a political hit squad for the governor. The project has
been runming ads saying the state should increase spending on
transportation. The legislative budget increases such spending
considerably.

The ads also disparage ‘reckiess tax cuts that would undermine our
financial stability and hamper our ability to retain and atiract businesses.’

He said that will not
be disclosed until November, when the nonprofit organization is required
to file its reports with the Internal Revenue Service — right after the
election its campaign could indirectly influence.”. ..

“Ziemba, who has been in Arizona a year, has done public relations for
Democrats, including the 2004 presidential campaign of John Edwards.
Ziemba described the organization, formed in November, as bipartisan.
However, its advisory board members said they have not yet met nor did
they craft the agenda or approve the new radio ads.”

*Critics have called the group who paid for the poll, the Project for
Arizona's Future, a campaign ploy for Democratic Gov. Janet Napolitano's
re-election bid this year because they support issues similar to the
governor's top issues, such as all-day kindergarten and pay raises for
teachers. Napolitano headlined a fund-raiser for the group on Monday. Its
leadership has ties to the Democratic Party: Executive Director Tom
Ziemba worked on John Edwards' presidential campaign in 2004, but he
said the group's board includes Republicans such as former state lawmaker
Steve May.”

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The participation of PAF and its employees in “independent committees” shows
that the group is no more than a front group to push Janet Napolitano’s agenda and attack
her opponent. Someone brought in experienced Democratic operatives from out-of-state,
financed them, and put them up to fraudulently pretending to be a conservative group.
Within the past week, the PAF-led group has attempted to affect the outcome of the
Republican primary, sent a mass e-mail against Mr. Munsil, and started a childish web
site attacking Mr. Munsil. All of these activities, including the calls attempting to
influence the Republican Primary outcome, were designed to benefit the Napolitano re-
election campaign.

II. CCEC MUST INVESTIGATE.

PAF and its sub-groups violated mumerous reporting requirements. A.R.S.
§16-902.01 requires that a “political committee that intends to accept contributions or
make expenditures of more than five hundred dollars shall file a statement of
organization with the filing officer before accepting contributions, making expenditures,
distributing any campaign literature or circulating petitions.” Although the web site
states that it is paid for by ACT with major funding by Arizona Values Coalition, AVC
did not register until September 5, 2006, six days after they purchased the domain name.
Therefore, either an undisclosed person or entity funded the web hosting, or AVC paid
for the web hosting prior to registration. Neither group reported the August 29, 2006
expenditure on the September 12, 2006 report or at any time, to our knowledge. PAF has
also failed to register and report its expenditures. These actions violate A.R.S. §16-958
and R2-20-109, subjecting the groups to penalties under A.R.S. §16-942(B).

The September 12, 2006 report is ostensibly filed on behalf of ACT. ACT claims
that it had no money, had no receipts, took on no debt, and yet somehow gave $18,590.75
that it didn’t have to two other groups, and ended the period with a negative $18,590.75
balance. Unusual accounting, to say the least. Also, ACT registered the domain name
and incurred a cost or debt on August 29, 2006, and that process may have included other
costs, The report was prepared on a computer, so there may have been an expense
involved in that, unless they were just using the PAF computers to prepare the report.
Neither the Domain registration nor any other expense is shown on the September 12,
2006 report. The report is also deficient in that "each independent expenditure reported
must include a designation of the office and the candidate(s) whose election or defeat is
being advocated, and whether the independent expenditure advocates the election or the
defeat of the candidate.”

On September 11, 2006, the Commission awarded the Len Munsil for Governor
Campaign $8,590.75. Following the Primary, the campaign had more than that amount
on hand. Since we now know that there are connections among the groups and that their
actual aim is to aid Janet Napolitano, we ask that the Commission reconsider this issue
and allow the Len Munsil for Governor Campaign to spend these funds in the General
Election.
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It appears that ACT and AVC may be attempting to structure their committees in
an attempt to avoid disclosure. ACT has filed a report, but AVC has not, to our
knowledge. AVC may be acting as a buffer, so that ACT may state that it received its
funds from AVC, without AVC disclosing the true source of the funds.

The Commission must investigate these groups to determine who has been
funding them, and how much these front groups staffed by remnants of the Kerry-
Edwards team have spent. The Len Munsil for Governor Campaign is entitled to
matching funds for every dollar spent by all three groups, and for any other funds spent in
this effort by any person or group for salaries paid to its officers, employees or agents;
Tent; equipment; web development and for any other expenses of any type incurred to
support Janet Napolitano or in attacking Len Munsil. The expenditure is not just what
they paid to broadcast their negative advocacy message, but what they paid to prepare it,
including salaries, equipment and any expense which went into the preparation and
dissemination of the calls, e-mails web sites or other express advocacy in which they
have engaged.

However, before the Commission reaches the issue of the amount of matching
funds, it must determine the level of involvement of the Napolitano for Governor re-
election campaign and its degree of coordination with these other groups. This starts
with looking at the paid Democratic operative coming in from North Carolina to work for
“Gov. Janet Napolitano’s 2008(sic) re-election campaign as director of voter contact.”
Mr. Memory has engaged in substantial voter contact, both in the primary and since.
Substantial finds have been raised and spent on behalf of this effort, including the
retention of a lawyer. Who rectuited him to come to Atizona? Who has he worked with
in the Napolitano for Governor campaign? Mr. Memory's phone records from the time
he was recruited should answer these questions.

This 15 the most important issue yet to come before the Commission. Can a
candidate and/or her supporters circumvent the Clean Elections spending limits through
the creation of front groups desigred to advance the candidate’s agenda and attack the
opponent? 'This requires a full investigation of the Arizona Conservative Trust, Arizona
Values Coalition, the Project for Arizona’s Future, and Janet Napolitano’s involvement
with these front groups.

At risk is the integrity of the whole clean election system in Arizona. This matter
must be aggressively and quickly investigated using the full resources of the law
available to the Commission. As the truth of the wrongful conduct is confirmed, the
Commission should authorize the Executive Director to issue an appropriate enforcement
order; civil penalties commensurate with the offense should be issued; matching funds
awarded to help address the harm and discourage future occurrences; an injunction
sought to stop the illegal conduct and, if the investigation merits, a referral to the
Attorney General or County Attorney for criminal prosecution. The Commission must act
to establish once and forever that elections in Arizona are not for sale and that the Clean
Election Rules must be followed and will be enforced.
